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Activity #2: Marquee Activity
Recommendation: This activity is recommended for small or large groups. The goal is to solicit creative messages from teachers, staff, or parent leaders to use for the school marquee. Use these messages to build the Marquee Calendar for the school year.
Facilitator Preparation: 
1. Complete the Upcoming Events Calendar listing. Make copies for each participant. Specific days and times can be altered at a later date. Focus on the event name.
2. Count the number of rows and letter spaces on the school marquee and include it on the Marquee Messages Activity sheet in the space provided. Make copies for each participant.
Activity Time Duration: 15-20 minutes. 
During the Activity:
1. Participants will need a pen/pencil.
2. Distribute copies of the Upcoming Events Calendar and the Marquee Messages Activity sheet to each participant.
3. Ask participants to brainstorm creative messages for three or four upcoming event messages and scribe them on the Marquee Messages Activity sheet.
4. Collect all Marquee Messages Activity sheets, review them and select some new, creative messages to include on your Marquee Calendar.
